At school we will continue to operate as we have in Term 3 with the lifting of some restrictions.

e Children who are unwell must not be sent to school. Children with flu-like symptoms
must be tested for COVID and provide a copy of the results to the school before the
child returns

e Children who have seasonal allergic rhinitis or another condition that presents similarly
to the flu may have their child assessed by a medical practitioner who may notify the
school in writing that a COVID test is not required

e Schools will continue to promote safe hygiene practices including not sharing drinks or
food and regular handwashing

e Some activities may commence for term 4 with restrictions and COVID safety plans.
These include band, singing, interschool activities, excursions, kindy orientation and
year 7 transition to high school

e Parents and carers and non-essential visitors are not allowed on the school site unless
volunteering for educational purposes

e School assembilies are still limited to 15 minutes with no external visitors

» SRE/SEE can occur with restrictions

» P&C meetings and events must be on-line only

e Parent teacher meetings will be on-line or by phone unless involving serious matters
that require face to face discussion

e Year 6 end of year activities and graduation may be planned in a COVID safe way
